1 All classes are open to any amateur grower or designer
except where specified otherwise.

2 Horticulture exhibits must be fresh and have been
grown in the open by exhibitor. Miniatures may be grown
in protected areas. More than one exhibit is permitted in the
single stem classes and in groups of three, but not in the
collection classes.

3 Exhibits can be entered on Wednesday,April14, 2010,
from 4-7p.m. and Thursday, April 15, from 7:30 a.m.

until 10:30 a.m. All exhibits must be in place by

This rule will be strictly enforced.

4 All exhibitors are encouraged to arrange for pickup of all
awards & ribbons between 5 & 5:30 p.m. on Thursday,
April 15, 2010. Dismantling will begin promptly at 5:30 pm
5 Every design exhibit must be passed by the Design Entries
Chairman before exhibitor leaves the show.

6 Rules for judging will be in accordance with National
Garden Clubs, Inddandbook for Flower Showsevised

2007 and subsequent changes published in the National
Gardener and ADS Handbook f@8rowing, Exhibiting and
Judging Daffodilsrevised 2007 and changes published
since then in ADS Journals.

7 Ribbons: only one first, one second and one third ribbon
m y be given in each class. Honorable Mention awards
may be given, but in horticulture ,only if all first, second
or third awards are given in that class.

8 The judges may withhold any and all awards if they

do not feel the exhibits are worthy. No label may

be changed, specimens altered, added, removed

or substituted after judging has begun or after

awards have been placed.
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8 cont. If an error is discovered before the judging is completed
the exhibit must be judged again. However, if a

blue ribbon is given in a class eligible for an ADS award that
award must be presented. Each stem in an exhibit

receiving an ADS Award must score 90 or more points
according to the ADS Scale of Points. The decision of the
judges is final.

9 Judges are to consider Aolae ribbon winners for
90+ recognitioin see page 29 oNGC Handbook.

10 Reasonable care will be taken, but the District
disclaims liability for loss or damage. Personal property
must be labeled with the name of the exhibitor.

11 Only the following will be allowed on the Show floor
during judging: Show Chairman, Horticulture Classification
Chair, Design Classification Chairman, judges and clerks.

HORTICULTURE RULES

12 All exhibitors must be registered upon arrival at the
show and each exhibit must be accompanied by an
entry card completely and clearly filled out. Exhibi-
tors with many entries are urged to prepare them in
advance. All information, on both sections on the
card, pertaining to the exhibitor, including the ex-
hi bitords number, must [

13 Correct Royal Horticultural Society Classifica-
tion and labeling will be the responsibility of the
exhibitor. However Horticulture Classification Chair
will check and oversee the entered exhibits.

14 All collections of 5 or more stems must be ex-
hibited with each cultivar or species in a separate
container. Each stem must be correctly labeled with
name and RHS division. Names of single
specimens and vases of 3 are to be written on the
entry card only.

15 Blooms of seedlings may be exhibited in all
classes for named cultivars. All Seedlings are
identified by a number designation assigned by the
originator. If the exhibitor is not the originator, the
originatords name must be
identification.

16 Entries may be moved and classes subdivided at
the discretion of the show committee as long as each
subdivision contains at least 3 entries.

17 Miniature daffodils may be shown only in
classes for miniatures. A miniature daffodil is any
cultivar , or species on the current ADS Approved
List of Miniature .Also, any named, numbered, or
species daffodil which appears graceful, with all its
parts proportionately small, may be exhibited in
miniature classes. The judges may decline to judge
any exhibit containing an unapproved miniature
that they consider too large for these classes.

18 Wedging material (boxwood) and clear glass
containers will be provided by the show committee.
No daffodil foliage is permitted.

Characteristics of N. triandrus predominant: usually two or

DIVISION 6 - CYCLAMINEUS DAFFODIL

Characteristics of N. cyclamineus clearly evident: one
flower to a stem; perianth segments significantly reflexed;
flower at an acute angle to the stem, with a very short
pedicel (neck)

DIVISION 7 - JONQUILLA AND APODANTHUS
DAFFODIL CULTIVARS

Characteristics of Sections Jonquilla or Apodanthi clearly
evident: one to five flowers to a stem; perianth segments
spreading or reflexed; flowers usually fragrant




DIVISION 8 - TAZETTA DAFFODIL CULTIVARS
Characteristics of the N. tazetta group predominant:
usually three to twenty flowers to a stout stem; leaves
broad; perianth segments spreading, not reflexed; flowers
fragrant

DIVISION 9 - POETICUS DAFFODIL CULTIVARS
Characteristics of the N. poeticus group predominant:
usually one flower to a stem; perianth segments pure
white; corona usually disc-shaped, with a green or yellow
center and a red rim; flowers fragrant

DIVISION 10 - BULBOCODIUM DAFFODIL
CULTIVARS

Characteristics of Section Bulbocodium clearly evident;
usually one flower to a stem; perianth segments
insignificant compared with corona; filament and style
are usually curved

DIVISION 11 - SPLIT CORONA DAFFODIL
CULTIVARS
Corona split—usually for more than half its length

Call design registrar, Joan Epler
joanepler@comcast.nef410) 8768176
before March 26, 2010 to register or call the
consultant. If unable to fulfill the obligation, the
exhibitor must provide a substitute .

2 As this is a plant society show ,
daffodils must dominatein all designs. Daffodils
or other plant material need not be grown by the
exhibitor but emphasis is on fresh plant material
and no artificial plant material is allowed
in any division.

3 Plant material on The Federated Garden Clubs of
Maryland ,Inc., current Protected Plant List and
published amendments may not be used unless
obtained legally and so stated on a 3X5 card
placed with exhibit. No artificial flowers,
fruit, or foliage may be used. Fresh plant
material may not ever be treated in any manner
The exhibitor has complete freedom to use fresh,
dried and/or treated dried plant material.
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4 All designs, except where stated otherwise, will
be placed on a section of a
6 footlong table, except where noted. The
table is 30 inches high with width 18 inches
and will be covered with white fabric.
Innovative staging with boxes, either painted,
wrapped with fabric, wallpaper, etc with or
without bows to be provided by exhibitors.
Refer to classes for specific size
requirements.

5 Every design must be passed and entry card
initialed by the Design Entries Chairman
before exhibitor leaves the floor.
